The main content of the manuscript must be between 5.000 and 7.000 words, including the abstract, notes, references, and annexes. The manuscripts should be presented in the format MS Word, WordPerfect or RTF. The research article should include the following sections in sequential form: Introduction, Methodology, Results and Discussion, Conclusions, and References. 
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Embedded figures in the text must have a minimum quality of 300 dpi. Figures must be centred and tagged as Figure 1, Figure 2, Figure 3… with its corresponding title, as it is shown in the example below:
